Impact of latest Budget on PC Costs 
HALC has advised that the recent Budget announcement will materially increase in PC costs the PC is required to pay NIC contributions on Clerk Salary. This goes up from 12% to 15% and the threshold for assessing payment goes down to £5,000 from current level of £9,100.

· Red Rice Road sign – the damaged road sign on the Green has been reported to HCC
· Watery Lane - White Lines – Cllr Hydes reports that white lines imminent according to Mayur Patel HCC.
· Barlows/Watery laneWatery Lane culvert – The excavation of the culvert behind the watery lane layby is substantial. Cllr Hydes to write to Cllr Drew to request explanation.
· Watery Lane – Reports of near misses: Cllr Eyre will set up a QR code at each end of the road, through which residents can report any near misses or incidents which they would like to report. This will be used to inform future requests for reduction of speed limit along this potentially dangerous road. 
· Streetlights – Sam White’s Hill – Cllr Hawkins to request HCC branches over lights have been trimmed as requested. Difficult to determine if completed as without foliage atm.

It will cost £750K to repair the damage caused.

	Correspondence and E mails and general. (circulated)
Chairman Cllr Peter Heslop reminded the council that the vacancy for Parish Clerk still exists. A possible candidate is under consideration, but a little distance to go yet. However, the role is currently being undertaken temporarily by Cllr Richard Bennett on an unpaid basis..basis. Cllr Heslop and the council extend their most sincere thanks to Cllr Bennett for his considerable efforts here.  

Cllr Hawkins virtually attended the TVAPTC National planning reform MS Teams meeting on Wednesday 6th Nov.  Planning Officer Clare Roberts gave a brief update regarding the proposed reforms  toreforms to the National planning Policy Framework.  the Govt intent of the proposed changes is to deliver an increase in home building across the country.  The consultation on the proposed changes closed 24th September.  TVBC are expecting the new NPPF by the end of the year but will probably be early next year. A new adopted local plan will be created to reflect any changes, this may be possibly 6 months minimum post NPPF. ObviouslyObviously, a main concern for Parish Councils will be increased pressure to accommodate new or increased development sites.

	Chalk Pit  
19.1 General update. See Chalk Pit page on web site for report on last meeting of the working group..group. However in brief Mike Elwell ( a local man and experienced Qantity Surveyor ) has agreed to be seconded to the Chalk Pit Working Group to assist in the overall development process.
The possibility of demolition of existing building is still under review – demolition would remove any business rate contribution and insurance payments by the PC.  Efforts to mitigate the cost of rates will continue. 
19.2 A village update meeting is planned for March 2025
19.3 Fundraising - Current political climate has halted our main hope for funding, being the Community Ownership Fund (COF). However, it is expected this will be available in the near future. Potentially £35m available – we are keeping close tabs. The Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) is now totally expended. A substantial contribution from the solar farm (Cowdown Renewables) would kick start our funding process. A £30k down payment has been agreed allowing a number of development enabling tasks to proceed,

Appendix 1 –  Borough Councillor Report 
Cllr Maureen Flood and Cllr Susanne Hasselmann

November 2024
Borough Council action relating to Winter Fuel Payments
Finance cabinet member, Councillor Maureen Flood, and Liberal Democrat group leader, Councillor Neil Gwynne, put forward a motion at October’s council meeting to substantially extend a local scheme that was set up in 2022 to help those pensioners struggling to cover their fuel costs.
Councillors showed unanimous support for the proposal to allocate £20,000 to the Test Valley Winter Fuel Payment Scheme, and a further £20,000 if required, to continue support for those of pensionable age in the borough who need assistance with paying their bills. In doing so, they estimate that this will help over 400 of the
most vulnerable pensioner households in Test Valley. They also agreed to write to the Chancellor of the Exchequer, urging a review of the decision to means-test the Winter Fuel Payment and to ask the government to ensure that vulnerable pensioners, particularly those who are just above the threshold for Pension Credit, are protected from fuel poverty.

Bury Hill Tree Planting
Andover Trees United will be doing their annual school tree planting atBury Hill Meadows from the 11 th  Novemberth November to the 29 th  November 2024.  Please note that there will be limited parking at Bury Hill Meadows during that time.

Cycling and Walking in Northern Test Valley
Hampshire County Council are consulting on the Northern Test Valley Local Cycling and Walking Infrastructure Plan (LCWIP) until Sunday 17 November. The document sets out an approach for investing in walking and cycling in the Northern Test Valley area, identifying priorities based on engagement with stakeholders. It looks at how
improvements could be delivered in those areas where specific issues have been
identified.   The consultation can be accessed here Northern Test Valley LCWIP (arcgis.com) and seeks to capture the views of users through surveys and map based data .data.

Fixed Point Photography Posts
The council has installed Fixed Point Photography (FPP) posts at locations across the borough,
encouraging people to get outside and visit Test Valley&#39;s beautiful nature reserves and to help us
monitor the success of local conservation work. The idea is to help the local authority monitor the success of conservation work by taking photos on your smartphone and sharing them. Officers will use these images to monitor the changes that take place over time. 
FPP cameras have been installed at Abbotswood, Anton Lakes, Bury Hill Meadows, Harewood Common, Ladies Walk, OxDrove, Rooksbury Mill and Mill Lane Meadows. They’ll also be added at Valley Park, Tadburn and Charlton Lakes in the next few months.
